
Rector’s Report 
 
One of the highlights for me in 2003 was an opportunity given to us by The Vancouver School of 
Theology when they presented the program: 
“Creating Vital and Engaging Congregations” with Michael Durall 
July 7th to 11th 2003 at V.S.T. 
 
This course is for clergy and lay leaders and will focus on creating churches that draw people to 
them. We will be working together to look at each congregation represented as case studies. This is a 
participation course.  
 
This was a special and timely programme offered to encourage parishes to take a long hard look at 
what they do and how they might be motivated to try new and innovated measures to make their 
parishes more responsive to the present-day challenges facing them. 
 
I, along with Christine Whalen, represented St. Catherine’s at this programme which included 50 
other participants from various denominations and congregations around the Lower Mainland. 
 
It was a participation workshop. In some areas of our common life St. Catherine’s is able to hold her 
own. Community celebrations, supper gatherings, music in worship, hospitality and pastoral care are 
just a few areas where we excel. However, we all discovered that we need to pay close attention to 
often neglected areas of our community life if we are to create a vital and engaging place for people 
to experience the power and liberation of new life in Jesus Christ. I was excited to be a participator in 
this demanding workshop and I was encouraged and  heartened by the practical assistance offered to 
confront the difficulties of declining membership, aging congregations, maintenance of valuable 
properties associated with contemporary church life. 
 
Leadership. 
 
Leadership is a significant and important aspect of our collective ministry in St. Catherine’s, and over 
the years we have had a wonderful record of persons who have responded to God’s call. Like those 
who preceded them, both our wardens, Alison Watt and Michael Ashby, have served this 
congregation with untiring devotion, diligence and enthusiasm, their cordial and gracious nature has 
overseen and directed our parish council over the last two years. Michael has agreed to serve another 
year as People’s Warden.  
 
As Rector’s Warden Alison has been an active, enthusiastic, passionate and hard working member of 
our Parish Council. She has given unwavering commitment and support to both this parish at its 
rector. It has been my honour, privilege and pleasure to have served with Alison and I am thankful, 
grateful and indebted for her ministry to us. Alison completes her time on Parish Council at this 
Annual Meeting. 
 
I am delighted to announce that Mr. Gary Stewart our former treasurer has agreed to serve as the 
Rector’s Warden for this next term. 
 





were presented to the bishop. Following the service a reception was held in the Parish Hall. St. 
Catherine’s presented eight candidates to the bishop at that service. 
 
2. Christian Education 
 
During 2003 we continued our Christian Education Programme by offering the third step on our 
journey of discovery entitled This Anglican Church of Ours. We used as the basis of our study the 
book of the same name by Patricia Bays. Study groups were held every Tuesday night and every 
Sunday at noon for seven weeks. The study concluded on Friday, April 25th with a pot luck supper 
which featured The Reverend Dr. Richard Leggett as after dinner speaker. 
 
Our Christian Education committee also invited us to share a “Pizza and a Picture” and we had the 
opportunity to see “Chocolat”, “The Straight Story”, “The Shipping News” and “Waking Ned 
Divine”. The committee has plans to continue The Pizza and a Picture into the New Year. 
 
In November members were invited to participate in Our Celebration of Gifts weekend held over the 
weekend of November 21 through 23. The Weekend consisted of three phases. Phase one a special 
pot luck dinner on Friday evening with Theme Speaker Dr. Elmer Joy, Coordinator for Christian 
Formation and Congregational Development. Who returned for Phase two Saturday with a theme 
address followed by 24 different workshops conducted by the talented members of St. Catherine’s 
congregation. The Weekend concluded with Phase three on Sunday with a celebration of the 
Eucharist followed by a barbeque luncheon. In all 130 members of St. Catherine’s attended part or all 
of that special weekend.  
 
St. Catherine’s Christian Education Committee joined forces with The Diocesan Retreat Unit to co-
sponsor an Advent Retreat, “Advent Awakenings”, with Dr. Nancy Reeves and Canon Herbert 
O’Driscoll. The all day retreat was held in the parish church on Saturday, December 13 and by design 
had a registration limitation of 50. 
 
Diocesan Work. 
There is an unwritten assumption that all of us at differing times will donate our gifts and skills to the 
ministry of the diocese. Over the years members of St. Catherine’s have, and continue to offer their 
expertise to the work and witness of our diocese. St. Catherine’s is represented by the rector on the 
following diocesan committees: Diocesan Council, Stewards in Action Ministry Committee, Murrin 
Fund, and Volunteers in Mission Support Committees. 
 
Stewardship 
 
Financial Stewardship continues to be the primary challenge for the parish of St. Catherine’s. A brief 
glance at The Audited Financial Statements indicates that during 2003 we spent $10,846.00 over 
what we received. We are well aware that the parish can afford a deficit once in a while. We also 
know that it is poor management if deficit budgeting is anything but a short term solution. Over the 
years the parish leadership has tried exceedingly hard to present our members with an inspirational 
and compelling vision for ministry, a vision that would excite and awaken the financial support of 
every member of our congregation.  



Behind every dark cloud is a silver lining and this year is no exception. Over and above the parish 
needs as expressed in our annual budget St. Catherine’s was able to go over and above in meeting 
other needs. We found $15,806.00 in 2003 to fix a church roof. We contributed $10,101.00 to The 
Primate’s World Relief and Development Fund, along with a leadership standard of $25,745.00 to the 
diocesan Stewards in Action Fund. 
As we head into the New Year members from St. Catherine’s have pledged, over the next 3 years, 
$42,239.00 to the Diocese of New Westminster Honouring Our Commitment Campaign. 
 
Ministry at St. Catherine’s is accomplished by the gift of untold hours given by a dedicated army of 
volunteer “ministers”. Ministry is given to and through the many groups, organizations and 
committees that are an important and integral part of parish life. To all, staff and volunteers alike, to 
any who exercise any ministry, commissioned or otherwise on behalf of St. Catherine’s parish this 
caring Christian community thanks you.

Parish Administrator

One 
highlight was the Regional confirmation in April when the church was full to bursting with people on 
chairs in the aisles, in front of the pews, in the narthex and out on the porch. Despite the cramped 
conditions, it was a truly uplifting service. My thanks to those of you who helped welcome all our 
visitors, carry chairs, hand out bulletins, take the collection, and generally made the event a positive 
experience for all concerned. 
Room bookings and maintenance continue to occupy much of my time.  Frank Willis carried on with 
the major part of the maintenance work around the building and, although we do have a few people 
who have offered to assist with routine tasks, we are still trying to establish a roster of volunteers to 
help ease the pressure on Frank. Unfortunately, if we do not find more people to help one of two 
things will happen: it will take longer to carry out repairs and routine maintenance and the 
appearance of the building will suffer as a result, or we will have to pay someone to do some of the 
work which will have an impact on our financial position. If you can help by giving a couple of hours 
a month, please let me know. 
My thanks to John for his continued support and counsel, my fellow staff members for positive 
working relationships, and to the wardens for their guidance and encouragement.

Wardens’ Report 
 



We are honoured to have been Wardens of St. Catherine’s (Capilano) during 2003. We would like to 
thank all parishioners for supporting us during the year and we wish to particularly thank John, Siiri, 
Susan, Phoebe, Chris and Paul. 
2003 was an eventful year. In May we attended, along with several other delegates from St. 
Catherine’s, the 101st Synod of the Diocese of New Westminster which was held at Capilano College 
in May. A synod is always an interesting experience because it affords us all an opportunity to hear 
the views of others as well as to express our own. 
Our own Vestry meeting took place on February 23, 2003. In additional to regular parish business, 
Vestry decided by a margin of one vote not to hold a special vestry meeting to determine whether or 
not same-gender blessings would take place at St. Catherine’s. As a result of this decision your Parish 
Council decided that there would be no further deliberations over this matter in the Parish at the 
present time. 
Early in the year long-overdue new roofs were installed on each of the church building and the 
chapel. Our parishioners responded with their usual generosity and our special roof appeal resulted in 
a small amount in excess of the cost of the church roof. We are grateful to Frank Willis who, as part 
of his upkeep ministry, interviewed several roofing contractors and kept his eye on the work as it 
progressed. 
At a special synod meeting held in January 2003 the Diocese approved the contribution of $1.6 
million by the Diocese as part of the National Anglican Church’s $25 million payment to settle the 
long-standing residential schools litigation. Each Parish in the Diocese of New Westminster has been 
requested to raise its share of the $1.6 million over the three years from 2004 to 2006 based on its 
apportionment. Bishop Michael Ingham asked two of our parishioners, Linda Robertson and Gordon 
Lee, to head up the Diocese’s campaign which was called “Honour our Commitment”. Not only did 
they lead the campaign for the 80 parishes in the Diocese of New Westminster, Linda and Gordon 
also led St. Catherine’s HOC campaign to raise approximately $53,000 in this Parish over the next 
three years. We thank them for their dedication and hard work. 
In November, the Parish enjoyed a weekend of sharing talents. A Parish like ours functions best with 
the combined effort of staff and our many volunteers. We thank you all for your talents and 
encourage everyone to continue to step forward to take up new roles. 
Along with many other mainline churches in Canada, St. Catherine’s is facing declining and ageing 
congregations and a falling Sunday School membership. These factors have resulted in a deficit in 
church operations in 2003 and a budgeted deficit in 2004. Unless we take steps in the Parish to attract 
children and young adults to St. Catherine’s these problems will only accentuate and ultimately we 
will have no Parish. 
The outgoing Parish Council is aware of these difficulties and they were discussed at two retreats in 
2003. It is intended that the 2004-2005 incoming Council have a retreat in April to attempt to find a 
solution. We pray that Christ will help us to successfully meet these formidable challenges.

And 
so, here is a summary of all the past major events that occurred with the music program in the past 
year that made it what it was. 
The first major event of last year was the Tenebrae service on Good Friday. The service was held 
using the combined talents of the Saint Catherine’s and Highland United’s Church Choirs. The 
service’s musical repertoire consisted of selections from C. Kreek’s Requiem.  
Then, on Easter Sunday, the music was complemented by the guest trumpeter, Marc D’Angelo. 
Over the Victoria Day Weekend in May, the Saint Catherine’ Youth Choir went on a choir trip to 
Oregon, USA. There, they enjoyed the experience of staying in “Yurts”, as well as visiting such 
landmarks as the massive sand dunes. While in Oregon, the choir sang in the Sunday morning service 
at Central Presbyterian Church in Eugene, Oregon. After the service, the choir was warmly welcomed 
by the church’s youth group, and their leader Eric. The two youth groups collaborated for that 
afternoon before heading back the next day. 
Then, as usual, from the middle of June to the first week of September, all the choirs were on 
Summer Holiday. 
Soon after the choirs came back, the Christmas Season began. The first service, the 5 PM family 
Christmas service was accompanied by the Handbell Choir. Shortly following that was the 11 PM 
service, in which the Youth Choir, Adult Choir, and the resurrected Cantorales Chamber choir sang. 
Also accompanying again was the guest trumpeter, Marc D’Angelo.  
But the end of the previous year doesn’t mean the end of the music program. On the contrary, there 
are, as always, a variety of different choirs and ensembles that assist the services every year. These 
musical groups are:

This past year has been one of growth for St. Catherine’s Sunday School.  After several years of 
declining enrollment we are starting to see new families with young children attending church.  Our 
goal is to make the Sunday School a priority within the parish and to that end we have started by 
being more inclusive and having the children start the Sunday service with their families and then be 
invited to go down to church school. This has worked extremely well, at least from our perspective, 
and gives the children the message that they are part of a larger family and community.     
We have a new curriculum this year.  Living the Good News is an Episcopal, lectionary based 
program that provides excellent stories in a child friendly version that parallels the gospel each 
Sunday.  The children seem to enjoy the themes and it provides us with a good starting point for 
discussions. 
All this could not be done without the dedication and commitment of a group of talented and caring 
teachers: the preschool to grade one class lead by Gillian Holland, the grades two to four lead by 
Vivian McGie, Joe Coogan, Duane Cromwell and Alistair Peacock, the grades five to seven led by 
Rhonda and Billy Garton, and lastly the high school students led by Paul Clark.  A heartfelt thank 
you to them for the energy and thought that they put into each Sunday and the care with which they 
prepare for a time consuming job. 
We must thank Rhonda and Billy Garton, Siiri Rebane and their merry band of helpers for the 
fantastic production they directed again this year at our advent service. It involved a tremendous 
amount of work and the effort truly paid off.  The children love these performances and look forward 
to showing the congregation the talents they all have.  This years King of Love was a beautiful 
showcase for so many groups within the church and was extremely well done.  Thank you. 
As always we are grateful to all those who donated Christmas cards, toiletries and all the other bits 
and pieces we asked for help with.  This year the grade 2 to 4 class made Christmas cards, toiletry 
bags and ornaments for the homeless shelter which were much appreciated.

Honouring Our Commitment Campaign 
 
The Anglican Church of Canada, after many years of negotiations, signed a settlement agreement 
with the federal government in March 2003 to cap the churches damages in the aboriginal residential 
school abuse litigation at $25 million.  All 30 dioceses, including the Diocese of New Westminster 
agreed to contribute to the settlement fund.  Our diocese, like many others had no residential schools 
within our boundaries and as a result, we have no legal obligation towards this litigation. We do, 
however, have a moral obligation towards those who suffered.  Many aboriginal people currently 
living in our diocese did attend residential schools in other dioceses.  The agreement ends the legal 
confrontation and financial uncertainty for the church and allows a new beginning in our relationship 
with First Nations peoples. It frees us from the past wrongs and allows us to move forward along a 
better road of healing, reconciliation and justice.   
 
The Diocese of New Westminster launched its campaign called “Honouring Our Commitment” in 
October 2003. The diocese’s contribution is $1.6 million to be raised over the next three years.  Each 
parish was given a target based partially on their annual assessment to the diocese that reflects the 
differing incomes of each parish.  St Catherine’s target is $52,655.  This represents about $18,000 a 
year to be raised over three years. 
 



Parish Council decided to run a low- key campaign as St Catherine’s has had a tradition of 
responding generously when asked to contribute to special needs.  Gordon Lee and Linda Robertson, 
who are the campaign co-chairs for the Diocese and for St. Catherine’s, spoke at a Sunday service 
and information from the diocese has been circulated to parishioners.  So far we have received 65 
pledges totaling $42,317.  Additional donations from parishioners who have not given a specific 
pledge have been contributed through the weekly collection.   
 
The St. Catherine’s campaign still has approximately a $10,000 stretch to meet our commitment.  We 
are confident that parishioners will continue to give to this very important and worthy cause.  Further 
campaigns will run in the fall of 2004 and 2005 to ensure that we meet our pledged amount.  
 
This is an important milestone in the history of the Anglican Church.  By working together, we can 
show that as Anglicans we understand the suffering of our First Nations neighbours and we want to 
move forward away from litigation towards reconciliation, healing and a new future.  We thank all 
those parishioners who are generously supporting the Honouring Our Commitment campaign.

North Shore Interchurch Refugee Committee 
Once again a year has passed with no progress made regarding the Lahai family’s arrival in Canada. 
They are still living in Abidjan, Ivory Coast under difficult circumstances. 
The North Shore Interchurch Refugee Committee has turned over every known stone, having written 
ministers of immigration (now two), people associated with embassies, immigration services, and 
many others who have connections with convention refugees - all to no avail. 
Our understanding of the reason for the delay of the Lahai family is that the Canadian Embassy staff 
in Abidjan, consisting of two people, with support of local people, is overwhelmed. There are over 
4,000 applications to be processed. 
While waiting for the Lahai’s, over the last six months we have attempted to get a small family who 
are “visa ready”. This means that, for some reason, their sponsoring group has fallen through and 
they could be here fairly quickly. However, as yet, this too has not worked out. 
In spite of the long delay other North Shore churches are still prepared to support us. 
We know that people who arrive in Canada and have the support of a group such as ours have a much 
greater chance of settling in quickly. Because of our understanding of this and awareness of the need, 
we continue to look hopefully to the future when we can do the job we are set up to do.

The Primate’s World Relief and Development Fund 
The Primate’s World Relief and Development Fund (P.W.R.D.F.) is a response by Canadian 
Anglicans to bear witness to God’s healing love in a broken world. P.W.R.D.F. works together with 
partners in Canada and overseas to share in the creation of a more just and peaceful world. The 
Primate’s work responds to emergencies, works to protect refugees and educates and advocates for 
change. 
May 23rd, 2003 we met with Reverend Neville Crichlow who explained what P.W.R.D.F. has done 
and plans to do in the support of people suffering from the effects of HIV/AIDs in Africa. Fourteen 
million children have been orphaned in Sahara Africa. P.W.R.D.F. provides support programs in 
Uganda, Kenya, Tanzania and South Africa. We viewed a video “The Strength of Many Hands” 
showing an initiative that supported small community projects with relief supplies in disaster 
situations. 
The second video “A Closer Walk” focussed on the spread of HIV/AIDs not only in Africa, but also 
in Asia and the Middle East. AIDs has spread to the poor, the marginalized and world has stood by 
and watched them die. 
Finally, we discussed the role of supporting development in Central America. 
The Diocese of New Westminster gave the second highest amount of money for the second time to 
the P.W.R.D.F. The parish of St. Catherine’s gave $10,072.72. Thank you to those people who 
support the fund.

The Mission to Seafarers operates under several ministries, the Diocese of New Westminster, the 
Christian Reformed Church, The Roman Catholic Church and the Chinese Christian Church. 
The Annual General Meeting was held on February 26th, 2003 at the Flying Angel Club, and was 
chaired by the Right Reverend Michael Ingham, the President of the Society. The meeting was 
opened with a prayer by Reverend Richard Roberts, the Mission Administrator. Reports were read by 
the clergy of the ministries. Other reports were read by the Treasurer and by Mr. Glen Mitchell, Chair 
of the Centennial Committee. 
New Chaplain: The Reverend Simon Wolfert, Chaplain of C.R.C. resigned in 2003, and the Mission 
appointed a new Chaplain, a Mr. Ernst De Vries. The Board has renewed its commitment to filling 
the post of Senior Port Chaplain and beginning February 1, 2004 the Reverend William Pike will be 
taking up this position. A welcome reception and the Reverend Pike’s induction service will take 
place on February 12. 
Father Ron Barnes was with the Mission for the first three months of 2003. In May he left after 
completing his interim contract. Barry Baskin, volunteer, has been a great help to the Mission; he 
recently re-organized the entire filing system. 
Mission Fest: The Mission to Seafarers attended Mission Fest this year after a long absence and were 
very well received; they had a number of visitors. It is their hope that they can return next year. 



Centennial Barbeque was held on September 16 at the Flying Angel Club. The volunteers enjoyed 
coho salmon which was donated by a member fisherman. Hamburgers were also provided. All the 
food was cooked by volunteers. There was a musical group who provided lively Irish tunes which 
contributed to the festive atmosphere. A silent auction was held of things which had been left on 
cruise ships, cameras etc. Before leaving the volunteers were presented with 100 year pins and pens. 
Annual Seafarers Service - September 21, 2003 was held at St. James’ Church, Vancouver. Prior to 
the service there was a parade which assembled at the Mission to Seafarers and proceeded to St. 
James’ Church. The Discovery Band, including sea cadets, led the parade, followed by seamen, the 
Chinese members, a Chinese dragon and several other ethnic groups including the Shriners on their 
motorbikes. A special car carried the Lt. Governor, Iona Campagnola, who came to share in the 
celebration of 100 years of Mission to Seafarers.

In September I went to Winfield to represent our Anglican Diocesan Justice and Peace Unit and 
Provincial Social Justice and Eco-Stewardship Committee at the regional KAIROS meeting for  
B.C. and the Yukon.

I am still frequently asked what KAIROS is and what does the name mean. KAIROS is a Greek word 
meaning a moment of grace and opportunity. A favourable time in which God challenges us to 
decisive action. A moment of truth. What is KAIROS? Also known as Canadian Ecumenical Justice 
Initiatives, KAIROS unites 11 different churches and religious organizations in a faithful ecumenical 
response to the call to “do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your God” (Micah 
6:8). We deliberate on issues of common concern, advocate for social change and join with people of 
faith and goodwill in action for social transformation. KAIROS works with its members, partners and 
community-based networks in the following areas;  Aboriginal Rights,  Canadian Social 
Development,  Ecological Justice, Global Economic Justice, and International Human Rights. 
The weekend introduced us to the 2003-04 education and action campaign, “Cultivating Just Peace”. 
In this campaign, we challenge the idea that peace can be secured by force, recognizing this as the 
vision that feeds the War on Terror. “Cultivating Just Peace” proposes an alternative vision, long 
promoted by the churches, in which respect for human rights and freedom from fear and want are 



seen as the path to “true” security. Every day a host of community-based peace-building initiatives 
underway around the world walk this path and prove its possibilities.

Two 
students were sponsored in Kenya. Other outreach totalled $4,300. 
Several membres attended a North Shore ACW Area Meeting at St. Simon’s in April and also the 
Diocesan ACW Annual Meeting at St. John the Evangelist in May. 
Total membership in this branch is 20. New members are desperately needed if we are to carry on our 
outreach programs. Meetings are held in the Mary Pellatt Room every second and fourth Tuesday at 
1:30 pm, January to May and September to November.
